To do this, the Society employs over 40 individuals who support and provide multiple services, including instruction in independent travel, computers and adaptive technology, Braille, and daily living skills such as cooking and home repair. The Society also administers a low vision clinic, a retail store, an access news telephone service, and senior, youth and career development programs. Society for the Blind is an equal opportunity employer.

General Description:  The essential function of the job is to provide instruction and information to seniors through in person outreach sessions in the client’s home and community in the Sacramento, Modesto, Chico, and other areas.

Duties:
Client Instruction
1. Conduct ten to twelve home visits per week to seniors and their families.

2. Provide blindness skill training for seniors in their homes or within their communities in the Modesto, Sacramento, Chico, and other areas.

3. Help adapt home environment to allow seniors to function more independently.

4. Provide basic orientation and mobility training within senior’s community.

5. Instruct seniors on using adaptive devices to promote independence.
6. Participate in outreach events and the Senior Retreats as needed.
Client Referrals
7. Refer seniors to appropriate resources and assist in completing necessary documentation, while in the home.

8. Make necessary references of seniors to Society members who can render the appropriate services.  

Documentation and Reporting
9. Gather seniors’ contact information and enter them in Slate, the database for clients’ information.

10. Maintain updated lesson notes, conduct all pre and post in home assessments, and turn in monthly and quarterly reports 

Other Duties:

1. Attend all staff and department meetings.
2. Adhere to all Society policies and procedures.
3. Obtain training to enhance job requirements.
4. Other duties as required
Qualifications:

1. English grammar and usage.
2. Computer keyboard, computer basics and word processing and database software and Excel mandatory.
3. Intake and casework techniques and procedures.
4. Information and referral services to blind or visually impaired seniors concerning programs and services provided by other agencies.
5. Technical information regarding services, devices, and techniques which may be of benefit to blind impaired seniors.
6. A minimum of two years professional working experience, preferably in the field of blindness rehabilitation  OR
