Elections:
1. Elections are held according to the CABS constitution.
2. Odd number year elections:  President, First Vice-President, and Treasurer , in that order.  The terms of these officers shall begin at the close of the convention at which they are elected.
3. Even number years:  Second Vice-President, Secretary, and two members of the Board of Directors , in that order.  The terms of these officers shall begin at the close of the convention at which they are elected.
4.  If the President appoints a nominating committee, the Chairperson of the nominating  committee shall deliver report at the start of elections.  All other nominations shall be taken from the floor.

5.  Once someone has been nominated, there is no need to second.  After asking 3 times if there are anymore nominations, the nominations are closed.

6. The President asks all those in favor of (name) please stand.

Then the next name and the next.  The person with the fewest votes is dropped and voting continues until there is a newly elected officer.

7. In the case of the office of President, the Vice-president will conduct elections if the current President is running.

8.  There should be at least 2 impartial sighted people to count standing voters.  When they are done counting, they should wisper to the President.  The President will report who the winner is without saying the number of votes.
