Board of Directors Meeting

November 4, 2011

1. President J.W. smith called the meeting to order promptly at 12:00 noon. The meeting was held in the Gallery of the Wyndham Garden Dayton South Hotel, 31 Prestige Plaza Drive, Miamisburg, Ohio 45342.

2. Several board members arrived late to this meeting, but all were eventually present. Five members paid fines for not being clad with NFB insignia. Crystal McClain reported that thirty-eight people were present.
