Minutes

October 1, 2016

President Shelbi Hindel brought the meeting to order at 10:05 am.

Stephanie reported the regular bank balance as$467.65 and the bequested balance as $14,854.14. A motion was made (Jordy/Annette) to accept the treasurer’s report as presented.  Passed Unam.

A motion was made to accept the September minutes as distributed. (Stephanie/Jordy) Passed unam.

Several long time members were pleased about the recent growth of the chapter.  Shelbi told those in attendance about how to sign up for the chapter list serve by going to nfbnet.org.

Shelbi asked everyone to begin updating their contact information for the membership list to be turned into the affiliate, as well as for information for assisting her to complete the Gavel report.  

There was quite a bit of discussion about the upcoming State Convention to be held in Independence, Ohio November 11-13.  The chapter will be providing financial assistance for members by paying for travel expenses, 3 nights hotel room charges, registration fees, and banquet tickets.  Anyone wanting assistance must let Shelbi know by Sunday October 9.  A block of 7 rooms has been reserved for the chapter members, and everyone is encouraged to double up to save cost.  In addition, a 12 passenger van has been reserved to transport those interested in traveling Thursday evening and returning Sundy afternoon.  Again, Shelbi must know as soon as possible who would like to travel with the group. The chapter is not paying for meals or incidentals charged to hotel rooms. 

A discussion took place regarding the chapter’s contributions for the following convention items:

A motion was made (Stephanie/Annette) for the chapter to contribute $50 in Scrip gift cards towards convention door prizes.  Passed Unam.  Shelbi will decide which cards to purchase, but it was thought that 4-5 prizes could be provided with this amount.

A motion was made (Carole/Jordy) that the chapter not contribute anything towards the “money for the Movement” at this year’s convention due to having contributed so much throughout the year.  Passed Unam.

It was decided that the Ohio State comforter that the chapter had previously purchased for a national auction that never happened would be a great contribution for the “not So Silent” auction to be held at convention.

There was some discussion regarding the recent NFBO Board meeting, and some of the concerning behaviors that took place there.  This lead to a larger discussion of overall concerns about the current affiliate leadership and the future of the affiliate.  Several examples of unprofessional actions by leadership was sited.

Mike described a situation where he happened to overhear that a bequest had been made to what was thought to be the affiliate of $27,000, but upon his examination of the will was determined to actually be meant as a gift to the Capital Chapter.  Shelbi and Mike will sign the papers making the gift official on Monday.

The chapter will be hosting an informational table at the North Market on Saturday October 15 from 10:00 to 6:00 for “Meet the Blind Month.”  Anyone interested in assisting with manning this table should contact Mike.

Some thoughts will have to be made for the Christmas gathering in December.  We’ll discuss more in November.

The next meeting will be on Saturday November 5 at 10:00. Elections will be held at this meeting. You must be present to vote or run for office.  The nominating committee is being chaired by J. W. Smith. Serving with him is Heather Leiterman and Annette Lutz.
