Brief NFB Overview

Founded in 1940, the National Federation of the Blind is the nation's largest and most influential membership organization of blind persons. The organization’s fifty thousand members are organized into affiliates in all fifty states as well as the District of Columbia and Puerto Rico, and over five hundred local chapters. The membership is diverse, geographically dispersed, and includes individuals of any age experiencing all degrees and types of blindness as well as their family members, educators, and other interested parties. To achieve its goals, the National Federation of the Blind conducts programs to educate the public about the true ability of the blind, in every situation, to function at the same level as their sighted peers. The programs also serve to provide the education and training necessary for the blind to actively and equally participate in society, and to build confidence in themselves as blind people.
