February 18, 2012:

The meeting began at 10:00 with the presentation of presidential release 403 and then an introduction of two new people, Gale and Maurice. We briefly answered some basic daily living skills questions from Gail. This included keeping track of money, giving and receiving change, and money reading technologies. We also discussed the hot topic of how to pore hot drinks. Both techniques simple and exotic and technological in nature.
Treasurer’s report was given. Current balance $1331.14. No motion was made to approve the treasurer’s report.

President Fitzpatrick admonished all to pay there annual dues of $5.00 if they have not already done so.

At the state level there are two bills of interest but they require no current action. House and senate bills written to allow the State School for the 
Blind to carry over certain funds beyond the physical year so that they can develop some self-generated funds for school uses. 

Mike then gave a brief explanation of the Washington seminar for our guests. 

Less invited Gail to join the chapter. She said she wanted to and so she was accepted as a new member. 
Les discussed the Blind Driver challenge car and Connie told about legislation barring in Nevada prohibiting automated cars on public highways. 
Connie brought up the monthly refreshments policy and suggested that it is not necessary since we are having quarterly socials where we can eat and greet together. The motion was made by Connie that we dispense with treats at the monthly meetings. The motion was seconded and passed.
