RULES FOR GROUPS DISPENSING REFRESHMENTS

9; 10)

 1.
Personal vehicles of the user group are to be parked at the end of the parking lot and not in front of rest room building.

 2.
Coffee grounds, cigarette butts, cups, and other debris associated with coffee drinkers are to be put into plastic bags and placed in Rest Area garbage containers. Servers shall keep the serving area neatly policed.

 3.
Water for coffee will be obtained from outside taps and not from the utility room hose bibs.

 4.
Dispensing of refreshments shall not interfere with access to rest rooms or drinking fountains. Dispensing will take place in the designated areas only.

 5.
User groups should note that handing out or posting printed literature is prohibited. Cups or dispensing units may not carry any advertising. The only exception to this would be pre-approved highway safety literature.

 6.
One opaque container with the word "Donations" or "Contributions", in one-inch high letters, will be allowed. 

 7.
The user group shall be responsible for covering and uncovering the "Free Coffee" signs.

 8.
All dogs must be on a leash and in the pet area.

 9.
Fires are not permitted. Trees, shrubs and flowers are not to be cut, picked or removed.

 10.
Failure to comply with the above rules may result in a one-year suspension of eligibility for permits.

REGULATIONS TO DISPENSE REFRESHMENTS AT GEE CREEK AND TOUTLE RIVER SAFETY REST AREAS

Permit Type

1.
Weekday - These permits begin on Monday at 2 AM and end on

Saturday at 2 AM. A single permit may be issued for one day or up to five consecutive days. Refreshments will be dispensed for a minimum of 12 hours each day, except for national holidays, on which continuous service will be required.

2.
Weekend - These permits begin on Saturday at 2 AM and end on Monday at 2 AM. Refreshments will be dispensed on a continuous basis.

Regulations

1.   All organizations will be limited to two permits; e.g., two permits could consist of one weekday permit and one weekend permit at Gee Creek, or two weekend permits at Toutle River, or one weekday permit at Gee Creek and one weekday permit at Toutle River. Once a permit has been used, another permit may be issued.

2.   Permits issued to subgroups of an organization wil to be issued to the parent organization.

3.
Permits are not assignable or transferable. Cancelled or revoked permits must be returned to the issuing office.

4.
When there is a need to relinquish a permit, the organization must return the original permit to the issuing office, or send written notice stating their request to cancel. Failure of an organization to dispense refreshments or to notify the issuing office of the cancellation at least two weeks prior to the date of the permit, may result in a one-year suspension (from the date of the infraction) of eligibility for permits.

5.    All cancelled dates will be placed back on the calendar, cancellation call list will be kept.
