-Books on CD and Tape

 A wide variety of fiction and non-fiction titles are available for listening on CD or cassette.  The library has audio books for adults, teens and children.

-Playaway Audio Books

Playaways are small MP3 players that contain complete audio books.  These palm-sized devices make listening as simple as pressing a button.  Listeners can easily move forward and back through the audio book and control the speed of the narrator’s voice.  One Playaway may be checked out per library card; the checkout period is three weeks.
-Downloadable Audio Books

Downloadable audio books, provided by NetLibrary, can be listened to through a computer or MP3 player.  Please see a librarian for instructions on how to download an audio book on your home computer.
-Descriptive Videos

Descriptive Video Service (DVS) provides an audio track with description that enhances the film experience for blind and visually impaired people.  The library has a collection of entertainment videos with DVS.
-Braille Books

There are over 400 Braille books available at the Bemis Public Library; this is one of the largest Braille collections in the Denver metro area.  Included in the Braille collection are Grade 1 and Grade 2 fiction and non-fiction titles for adults, teens and children. Kernel and tactile books are also available for children.
-Large Print Books

Large print books help those who are unable to read regular print comfortably.  The library has a large collection of large print titles, located on the main floor near the fiction collection.

-Homebound Service
