The Governor’s Commission on Volunteerism & Community Service-Volunteer Florida is dedicated to strengthening communities through national and volunteer service programs that value collaboration as a means of leveraging fiscal and in-kind resources for the greatest community impact.  A key component of our efforts is striving for the full involvement of individuals with disabilities in their communities through engagement in local AmeriCorps programs and volunteer opportunities.  
This Opportunity is for AmeriCorps programs and Disability Organizations and provides funding to support Disability Mentoring Day activities between existing AmeriCorps State and National Direct programs and Disability Organizations participating in Disability Mentoring Day for activities beginning October 19, 2011 through October 31, 2011.
Applicants must be either a disability organization, have a project that has a disability focus or be an AmeriCorps program to apply.  

Applicants must, in conjunction with AmeriCorps partners, develop collaborative projects that a) provide a mentoring experience for Disability Mentoring Day participants with a local AmeriCorps program; and b) provide opportunities for AmeriCorps members with disabilities to have a mentoring experience with a Disability Mentoring Day mentor. 

Projects must occur on Disability Mentoring Day, OCTOBER 19, 2011, or any day after chosen for observance of Disability Mentoring Day until OCTOBER 31, 2011.  

Up to $750 is available to fund mini-grants to support effective Disability Mentoring Day collaborations between AmeriCorps programs and disability organizations.

Each box under the Project Details Section will automatically expand to accept the narrative for the applicant.  To apply please complete the full application that follows.  Your application MUST consist of ALL the following components.

5. E-mail from AmeriCorps Program or Disability Partner to Volunteer Florida acknowledging project partnership.
Application Due Date:  Return applications electronically no later than Friday, September 30, 2011 at 5:00 pm EST to: Paul Martell, Volunteer Florida Accessibility Program Manager, paul@volunteerflorida.org with the subject heading “Disability Mentoring Day / AmeriCorps Partnership Application.”  Only e-mailed submissions will be accepted.  Successful applicants will be notified by October 6, 2011.
Allowable use of funds:  Funds must be used for direct programming needs. Allowable uses of funds are project materials, supplies and transportation for participants.

Project Criteria:  Projects will be chosen based on the potential effectiveness and strength of the collaboration between the Disability site and the AmeriCorps program.  Volunteer Florida reserves the right to award funding based upon the number and quality of applications submitted and based on availability of funds. Partial or additional funding may be awarded and is at the discretion of Volunteer Florida.
Cost Reimbursement Grant:  Funds will be awarded on a cost reimbursement basis.  Upon selection, applicants will be provided with a contract outlining deliverables based on their application and Volunteer Florida reporting requirements.
Reporting:  Applicants chosen for an award will be required to provide an end of project report no later than November 30, 2011.  Deliverables include but are not limited to: 1. Project description, 2. Impact statement, 3. Summary of the number and type of disabilities represented, 4. Number of AmeriCorps members participating, 5. Number of volunteers participating, 6. Document in-kind support, 7. Two anecdotal stories about Mentor Mentee relationship between an AmeriCorps member and a participant,   8. An agenda, 9.  High resolution minimum 8 mega pixel electronic copies of photos on a CD, 10. Dated sign-in sheets, 11. Copies of receipts.  Additional information may be requested after the award.
