ABOUT THE DOUBLETREE


The Doubletree Hotel Annapolis is two blocks from Riva Road, across the end of Holiday Court. Its three-story building has the main entrance and lobby facing Riva. Around the corner to the left is the Concourse Lobby for meeting rooms on the level above it and below it and the six-story tower. Tower level two is the same as the main lobby level. 

LOBBY: On the right side: self-serve gift and deli shop (pay desk clerk), check-in desk, staff doorway, door to hall (up seven steps for rooms 101-117), seating on area rug, and to its right, an empty room.  On the left side: door to maitre d’ for Ports of Call restaurant-bar-outdoor patio, six-passenger elevator (to rooms 201-243 and 301-343), print-only ATM, then the rug-covered tower section.

TOWER:  Straight ahead is the comfortable Admiral Fireplace Alcove with a flat-screen TV above the mantle.  Turn any corners but stay on the left to find:  Harbour Room (South, North), Mainsail Ballroom (East, Main, West), a stairway down at the end of the hall, then the tower elevator at level two. (Shortcut—it’s across from Mainsail West.) The hall door to tower rooms 262-282 is on the elevator’s right side.  (Ditto for each level of guest rooms.)  On tower level one (below you) the exercise room is the last guest room on the right behind a glass wall and door: use keycard reader beside right door frame.  

From tower level two, always turning left, walk down the staircase (with landing halfway) to the Concourse Lobby, continue down a second staircase (with landing) to the Conference Center Concourse (on the lowest level), or use the elevator then the ramp.  All these rooms are on the right: Coastal Ballroom (three sections—West, Main, East), the Windward Room, the Leeward Room, and then, hall’s end.   

RAMP: In the Concourse Lobby, turn right from the level-one elevator, cross to the opposite wall: the ramp begins to the left of the glass exit doors and descends along two outer walls.

MALLS:  From the hotel, on the other side of Riva Road, Forest Drive has Annapolis Towne Center at Parole on the left (two blocks beyond Riva) and, on the right, Festival at Riva (see Lorraine Rovig or hotel staff for directions).  Neither is pedestrian-friendly.  The Doubletree does have a complimentary hotel shuttle, which will take hotel guests up to five miles from the hotel to various Annapolis attractions.  This shuttle is first-come first-serve; you can request it at the front desk.  Annapolis does have wonderful restaurants and attractions, but you will be so busy with convention activities you will not be able to take advantage of many of them.
