RESOLUTION 2025-04

Regarding Inaccessible Standardized Testing for Blind Students in Elementary and Secondary Education

 
WHEREAS, students who are blind or have low vision have historically encountered systemic barriers in accessing state assessments, which has led to proficiency data that may not accurately reflect their true skills and knowledge; and
WHEREAS, the transition to new, more complex state assessments, including technology-enhanced items, necessitates a rigorous, proactive commitment to guaranteed accessibility;
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the National Federation of the Blind in convention assembled this second day of November in the City of Wichita, Kansas that the National Federation of the Blind partner with the Kansas State School for the Blind leadership to urge the Kansas Department of Education to take immediate action to ensure the validity and equity of the state assessment for students across Kansas who are blind or low Vision.
