You may withdraw your permission to participate at any time by informing me, verbally, and by changing this form. If you do so, I will promptly remove you from any studies and destroy any recordings made.

I would appreciate your consent to be able to use your case data in my other professional activities if it should ever become useful in contributing to the development of the field or the training of other professionals. Refusal to give consent will not in any way affect the quality of care you receive.
