Interesting activities will be provided for children and teens.  Kids under twelve will enjoy arts and crafts, music, and mobility activities.  In The Teen Scene, older kids will explore the hotel on a scavenger hunt, learn a few dance steps, experiment with self-advocacy techniques, and engage in discussions about school, and socialization.
