This order form will have no effect on your subscription to Talking Book Topics or Braille Book Review.
Instructions
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1To order catalogs, mark heavily through the braille dots with a pencil or pen. Please mark only the items you wish to receive.  Put a small piece of tape around the side of the form to hold the pages together and drop the form in the mail within three weeks of receiving it.  No envelope is needed; the back page of the form is printed with the mailing address and “free matter for the blind or handicapped.”  The back page also contains a label with your name and address.  If you don’t want any of the catalogs listed, please discard this form.
