Since the Judd Goldman Adaptive Sailing Program (JGASP) was founded in 1990, over 12,000 individuals have experienced the thrill of sailing on Lake Michigan.  The goal of the program is to offer persons with disabilities the opportunity to "take the helm" on boats specifically designed for crews with disabilities.

What we offer…

And if you just can’t make it on June 1, we still want you to be involved. Consider this:

· Boats---Well-maintained, safe and designed especially for those with disabilities.  We have eight, two-man Independence 20-foot sailboats; eight, three-man Sonars; and four one-man 2.4 meter sailboats.  Two of the three classes of boats are used in the Paralympics.  
· Lessons--- Our program consists of 15 hours of instruction (six, 2 1/2-hour lessons) for $100.  Individual lessons are scheduled Wednesday through Sunday. 
· Racing---We have an active racing program with races throughout the summer.  This July will mark the 21st year for the North American Challenge Cup and the 24th year for the Goldman Cup.

· Cruises---We have scheduled several fun cruises throughout the summer.
