Of further benefit will be a good speaking ability and an enthusiasm to be of service to the chapter.  It will be my role (as well as that of the affiliate coordinator) to help train the chapter coordinator on our new features and how to successfully market the service so as to have the utmost success in this endeavor, so if a member loves and uses NFB-NEWSLINE® but doesn’t feel comfortable marketing the new features etc. please know that help will be made available.  I have enclosed a chapter coordinator role description for your reference so as to assist you and the potential chapter coordinator in making your decision(s).  I will also provide the chapter coordinator with a handbook for his/her reference, and the chapter coordinator will always receive help and information through my connection with the affiliate coordinator.
