He advised that he sees himself as a “project manager” in that he plans to do some of the teaching, but is planning on having various people with specific expertise teach as well. The technology seminar is planned for Friday pre-convention activities. Brendie volunteered to take the responsibility for overseeing the hospitality room this year. Bob and Luther have agreed to work on the registration again this year. Rob is going to check with the Key West Jazz Combo to see if they would be available for our banquet entertainment, and if so, what their cost would be.
In regards to the potential brochure which was discussed in March’s meeting, Athena and Cheryl presented a list of possible resources to be listed in the brochure. These resources included the National Federation of the Blind, Independence, Inc., Susan Tabor for Braille instruction and Rob Tabor for Social Security advice. Literary resource helps included Audio Reader and Talking Books. Contacts for transportation was a recommended resource and possibly a telephone number where one can receive an audio Bible. Chapter members will email Cheryl with additional suggestions.
Chikako signed our Charter and Ron signed as a witness. It will now be presented to Donna Wood for her signature and then sent to the NFB National Center.
