The remainder of Saturday would then be devoted to members sharing how they think they could benefit from the technologies in their everyday life.  Ideally, the hospitality room will be open from Friday through Sunday morning. Susan is continuing to try to make contact with Ivan at the Holidome to reschedule a session at the hotel. Sidney questioned whether we are planning to invite the Lion’s Club to the convention. Chikako replied that she is planning to talk to a member of the Lion’s Club who is in charge of publicity and fund raising. Some discussion ensued as to the collection of old glasses by the Lion’s Club. Rob suggested that Independence, Inc. has collected old glasses in the past and that it might be a good idea to begin that practice again.
Concerning community service, Rob informed us that there is a need for additional poll workers this year, in particular, people who are well versed in the changes in the laws and able to answer questions for those voters who need information. He introduced the idea of our chapter contributing to the community through volunteering to work at the polls during the 2012 election cycle.
