GUMBO is the only track and field competition designed specifically for students and young adults with physical or visual disabilities.  Special Olympics, on the other hand, serve those with intellectual or multiple disabilities.  GUMBO athletes are required to participate independently in their events.  If you are unable to use this registration packet, please forward it to a parent of a student with a physical (orthopedic) disability or visual impairment.  Students who do not receive special education services, but have a physical or visual impairment (i.e., amputation, partially sighted, etc.) also qualify for the GUMBO Games.  GUMBO provides interscholastic competition for those who are unable to compete equally in sporting events with their non-disabled peers.  GUMBO Games provide 4 different age groups: Bantams (5-9 years); Juniors (10-14 years); Seniors (15-18 years or as long as still in high school); and Masters (high school graduate - adults). 

A GUMBO coach can be any person who is interested in working with young students with physical or visual disabilities.  This includes regular and adapted physical education teachers, special and regular classroom teachers, therapists, para-professionals, parents, etc.  GUMBO is promoting a collaborative approach to preparing the young student athlete.  For example, APE teachers might teach the student the fundamental skills necessary for participating, the regular PE teacher may give the student an opportunity to practice those skills by teaching a track and field unit, and the parent might provide additional practice opportunities outside the school, as well as being responsible for getting the student to the competition.
