TLC Chapter Meeting Minutes
Date: November 11, 2025
 
This month the chapter met virtually over Zoom. President Millie Rivera called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

After President Rivera opened the meeting with the NFB belief message, everyone introduced themselves and shared bell ringers. Millie acknowledged Veterans Day and asked any veterans to identify themselves.

The minutes for the October 11th meeting, which had previously been distributed by email, were approved. Next Anne Blackfield shared a helpful hint from a member. She described how she organizes medications and other small items by placing the items in pottery yogurt containers in her bathroom cabinet. Then Scott Soldan gave the treasurer’s report. The opening balance was $843.22 and the current balance is $648.22. The treasurer’s report was accepted. 

Millie read the list of members who are current on their dues as of November 11th and encouraged any members who were missing from the list and who would like to be eligible to vote in next month’s chapter elections to pay their dues before the next meeting.

President Othman reported how the state affiliate participated in the NFB’s efforts to keep the U.S. Department of Education Office for Civil Rights and Office of Special Education and Rehabilitative Services open by meeting with our Senators and some Congressional representatives. She also gave particulars about the new NFB of Maryland Food Insecurity Grant, which was established in response to the ongoing government shutdown and is designed to help those blind Marylanders who were negatively impacted by this situation. Finally she informed the chapter about the publication of several Spectator issues in the near future.

For the program item Ellen Ringlein and Scott Soldan talked about some of their travel adventures and described a few of the alternative techniques they used during their experiences. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:43 pm.
