All events take place in the Kogod courtyard, except for the tours, which take place on the second floor in the America’s Presidents exhibition, or on the first floor in Out of Many. 
The museum is entirely wheelchair accessible. The program will include sign language interpretation, a description tour of our new tactile display of Lincoln’s hands and face, and hands-on art activities. Sighted guides will be available upon request in the lobby of the G Street entrance.

Museum Building Overview
The National Portrait Gallery shares its building with the American Art Museum. The building takes up an entire city block, between F and G Streets, and 7th and 9th Streets. The Kogod Courtyard sits in the middle of the building and can be accessed from the lobbies of the F and G St entrances. Note that both entrances have steep stairs, and only G Street has a ramp. Both entrance lobbies will be staffed by volunteers who can direct visitors to the courtyard, or other parts of the museum.
