Instructions for Participant

Educate the public about what it means to be blind
Raise funds to continue our work

We are requesting a minimum of $25.00 in donations for each person participating in the Walk for Opportunity. 

Anyone can make a donation to support a participant.  It is important to get as many donations as possible.  All contributions are tax deductible.  
· Any donation that you obtain before the Walk for Opportunity must be turned in by September 10, either in person or by mail to the NFBM office.  
· For pledges to be collected after the event, write in the amount that the donor pledges to pay.  Be sure to include the name, address and contact of each person who pledges so that you can collect the money after the Walk for Opportunity.  
· The Official Entry Form should indicate the total amount of the money that you expect to raise by participating.  
· The form must be filled out before the event.
