4. Provide blindness philosophy training to CORE Students.

5. Provide CORE curriculum monitoring and evaluation.

6. Prepare monthly reports and evaluations.

7. Provide mentoring to CORE students.

8. Coordinate and provide outreach presentations to organizations, agencies, and community groups in a recruiting effort for all rehab programs.

9. Attend state and national conventions of the blind.

10. Provide blindness counseling to students and families.

11. Work closely with Youth and Senior training programs as needed.

12. Available for weekly and/or overnight travel as needed. 

13. Other duties as assigned.

3. Must be proficient in alternative skills of blindness. 
4. A positive belief in the ability of blind people in all situations.
