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Hi Everybody!

Welcome back to the 2013-14 bowling season! We had a great tournament in Greensboro last weekend, and we’re excited about the upcoming season. 
I’d like to apologize for the delay in getting this information out to everyone. We’ve been very busy working on plans for the CBA Tournament and Shootout in October. We’re going to have a great time, and we would like to encourage those who want a little extra “beach time” to either go early or stay later; our rate is good for 3 days before and after the weekend. 

Once again this year at the tournament in October, we will be honoring those individuals who have earned awards with a special presentation during the dance. The CBA Awards Committee, chaired by Lonnie Cunningham of Greensboro will make the decision on these awards. Each league is requested to send last year’s end-of year average sheet and any high games, high series, etc. to Lonnie for consideration for these awards. 
Please include on the questionnaire included in this packet current league contact information and bowling location and time. We’re continuing to update the CBA website www.CBABowlers.com and we want to list this information. In addition, if your league has its own website please provide us with the link and we’ll be happy to post it as well.
Besides the aforementioned questionnaire, this packet also includes the following: 

· There is a form to list those bowlers who have paid their $6 CBA dues, what vision category they fall into, and what their sex is. Please send this form and the money to me by October 6. I will make a list of those bowlers who are paid and send that list to the CBA Tournament Director so he will know who is eligible to bowl in the CBA Shootout. I will then forward the money to our treasurer. Remember that the breakdown of the dues is as follows:  $3 goes to the CBA General Fund, $2 goes to the CBA Awards Fund, and $1 goes to the CBA Youth Bowling Program to promote the sport of bowling among our young people. We do require those who bowl in our tournaments to pay these dues in order to support the organization’s outreach efforts. 
· There is also a space on this form for you to list e-mail addresses of anyone in your league who wishes to receive information by e-mail. Please provide at least one e-mail address of someone who can distribute information to those members who do not provide an e-mail address if at all possible. You can also give out my e-mail address - those people who wish can communicate with me and I’ll add them to my address book.  

· We are saving postage by also including in this mailing the CBA Tournament and Shootout registration packet, entry forms, and hotel information.  Tournament entry fees are due to Tournament Coordinator Terrell Jones by October 15.  Please help us by sending only your $6 dues to me and only the CBA Tournament and Shootout entry funds and team, singles, doubles, & Shootout participants to Terrell. The money goes into separate accounts, and it will be very confusing if you send it as one check.
· Once again we will hold the 8th annual CBA Auction on Saturday night during the tournament. Enclosed with the tournament information is a letter which you can use to recruit items to be auctioned off. This has been a great success; and is a lot of fun for those in attendance. Each league is requested to recruit at least 2 good auction items for this fundraising effort.  
· I’ve also included a copy of the latest revision of the CBA By-laws. 
· We still have all the styles of CBA clothing available. The long-sleeve and short-sleeve T-shirts, pullover sweatshirt, and pullover hoodie have a large design of Chat the Alley Cat on the front. We still have the “shooter” shirts, polos, and zip-front hoodies also. These 3 styles have Chat the Alley Cat on the front left and the writing on the back.  We also have a new embroidered design which has Chat the Alley Cat and the words Carolina Bowling Alliance together. This is a small design and can be embroidered on any item as an alternative to the screen-print design. See the order form enclosed for a list of sizes and colors available. We have a few t-shirts available for purchase, and can place another order as soon as we have 12 items of any style paid for. New this year in CBA Clothing – Hats! We have baseball caps available in Red, Navy Blue and Black with the embroidered design. We also have bowling towels. These are a good size dark blue towel made of the microfiber material with the words Carolina Bowling Alliance embroidered on one end in yellow. 
I want to encourage everyone to get hotel reservations made for the CBA Tournament and Shootout as soon as possible.  Rooms are available for $79 per night for the smaller suite and $89 per night for the larger one, double occupancy. There is an additional $10 per night charge for each extra adult in the room. To reach the hotel for reservations, please call 843-626-8077. When reserving your room, provide the staff with group code 5679. Special note: a one night deposit is due upon reserving your room. This deposit is refundable as long as you cancel your reservation with 2 weeks’ notice. This is the same arrangement we experienced in 2010 when using this hotel. As an extra perk, all rooms are ocean front and all rooms have kitchenettes.  Our deadline to get reservations at the group rate is October 1st.
