Minutes

The meeting was called to order by President Webster at 8:05pm.  

President Webster reviewed National Convention.  Bobbi, Kathryn, Sean, Eric,, Brice, and Alan attended.  About $75 was earned through a cookie sale fundraiser.  In terms of legislation, Kathryn will be contacting all members this week to get comments about inaccessible technology in the classroom as part of the SMART Act. The TIME Act now has 40 sponsors.  

For state convention, we will use enterprise.  A price per person will be charged with $30 as the maximum.  The van will be leave Charlotte around 9am on that Friday.  There was some discussion about inviting a NCABS representative.  NABS pays for travel and NCABS or state affiliate pays for room and lunch.  There was a motion and second to invite a NABCS representative to state convention.  Motion carried.  NCABS will sell bags of popcorn and drinks for #3.00.  President Webster reviewed the schedule for the weekend.  Alan reviewed the surfing lessons for Saturday.  Everyone needs to signup in advance to ensure there are enough instructors.  Contact Alan or Kathryn by August 15th.  President Webster reviewed election procedures.  The positions of President, First Vice president, Second Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary.  The roles of each position was reviewed.  
The BELL program will be starting tomorrow in North Carolina.  Alan is one of the teachers in Raleigh program.  

The EYE Retreat will have 51 participants from two counties and nine states this year.  The EYE Retreat was recently awarded nonprofit status by the IRS and there will be a celebration at GMS during the welcome ceremony on July 26 from 12pm to 2pm.  There is discussion of starting two other EYE Retreat programs outside of North Carolina.  

Alan gave the treasurer report.  $400.00 was withdrawn to support those who attended national convention and who request NCABS support.  The current balance is $562.27.  Kathryn will deposite the money raised from the cookie sale at national convention.
