INTRODUCTION AND RULES

This form applies to members of the National Federation of the Blind of Nevada, who wish to be delegates at the 2023 Washington Seminar whether or not assistance is sought from NFB of Nevada.  It must be returned to the affiliate Secretary by email by December 3, 2022 at NFBFrida@gmail.com. The applications will be screened before being submitted to the Ambassador Committee. The Ambassador Committee will then make a recommendation to the Affiliate President.

Washington Seminar begins Monday, January 30, 2023. All delegates are expected to arrive the evening of Sunday, January 29, 2023 and make air travel reservations home no earlier than 6:00 pm Wednesday February 1, 2023. Delegates are expected to make their own flight and ground transportation arrangements to and from the hotel. The specific confirmed travel itinerary for arrival and departure must be provided to the affiliate Secretary, Frida Aizenman, at NFBFrida@gmail.com no later than January 1, 2023.  The affiliate will pay for shared rooms only with members of the same gender in each room. Travel reimbursements will be processed after the seminar and reimbursements will be distributed thereafter.

Those who are selected as delegates must attend a mandatory Zoom Training, which will take place in mid-December and/or early January. This training will cover protocols such as the need for participants to attend assigned appointments and fulfill specific roles at the meetings. Participants are also expected to attend an afternoon training session in Washington, D.C. on Monday. They will meet with their fellow delegates and Affiliate President to practice their presentations unless assigned to another commitment at that time.

Following the seminar, delegates are expected to send at least one follow-up email to a staff member who attended the meeting in the Congressional Member’s office and must attend at least one follow-up meeting in the district office in order to garner or confirm support for our initiatives. The Affiliate President will arrange all meetings for the Washington Seminar and all follow up meetings in the district.

All applications will be considered.  NFB of Nevada will give preference to veterans, first time attendees, students, and members from underrepresented geographic areas in the state. Those who have actively contacted and/or visited their legislators shall be given priority over those who have not done so.  The Ambassador Committee shall consider whether an applicant listed the correct Congressional Representatives below in weighing the applicant’s ability to follow up and participate in Washington Seminar activities and legislative initiatives.  The same person may be counted in more than one category, e.g., a student may also be a new attendee. Before final selections are made, applicants must give a telephonic presentation to the Affiliate President to confirm their understanding of the bills. The Affiliate President will contact applicants to schedule the interview.
