State Scholarship Award Process

Each applicant must fill out the State Scholarship application completely and provide all required supporting documentation, including a statement that they are blind. Applications must be received by August 1 of each calendar year to be considered for that year’s scholarship grant.

Once the August 1 deadline has been passed and all qualifying scholarship applications have been received, Committee members will contact applicants by phone and conduct an interview with common questions, to be decided upon in advance by the full committee.

The NFBAR Scholarship committee members will meet either in person or by conference call to discuss the merits of the applicants and share the results of their phone interviews. At this time, the committee will vote on which applicant to award the year’s scholarship. If the committee is tied, the State President will vote to break that tie.  

The NFBAR Scholarship committee chairman will contact the scholarship winner by phone and inform them of the committee’s decision. The chairman will ensure that the winner can attend the State convention as a condition of the scholarship grant. In the event that a scholarship winner cannot attend the State Convention, the NFBAR Scholarship committee will reconvene immediately to select another winner.

Officers of the NFBAR, as appropriate, will make arrangements for transportation of the scholarship winner to the site of the State Convention and for their lodging.

The scholarship check will be awarded at the banquet of the NFBAR State Convention. (For 2012, in Fayetteville, Arkansas.)

CRITERIA: All scholarships are awarded on the basis of academic excellence, service to the community, and financial need, in addition to being blind.

MEMBERSHIP: The National Federation of the Blind of

Arkansas is an organization of blind and visually impaired consumers dedicated to creating opportunity for all blind persons. Recipients of Federation scholarships need not be members of the National Federation of the Blind of Arkansas.

Residency: Applicants must be residents of Arkansas.

MAKING APPLICATION: To apply for National Federation of the Blind of Arkansas scholarships, complete and return the scholarship application form; attaching all required documents. (Applications, and all accompanying documents must be received no later than August 1, 2012).

WINNER: The Scholarship Committee reviews all applications and selects the scholarship winner. This winner will be notified of their selection by telephone no later than September 8 and will be brought to the National Federation of the Blind of Arkansas state convention in the fall at Federation expense. This is in addition to the scholarship grant. Winner will participate in the entire convention and the scholarship award will be made during the banquet.
