AFB- American Foundation for the Blind In their Dallas office, they have a replica of accessible house. They go room by room and show examples of equipment or adapted appliances that would make it possible for individuals with visual and sensory disabilities to live independently when they have the proper adaptive technology. The best plan is to evaluate what type of work you will be doing because the same lighting doesn't work in all situations. The type of lighting that you will need depends on the task you are doing, so you need to think where you want to be doing your activities and the time of day? (I.e. whether you will be relying on natural sunlight or relying solely on artificial light for the activity.) There are light bulbs that mimic what the sun produces.  These daylight bulbs are new and emit a new pink light that reduces bright glare which for people with RP have difficulty with.
