FACT SHEET

Services Provided by the Idaho Commission for the Blind and Visually Impaired (ICBVI)
This agency is not asking for new money this year.  However, it does not have enough funding to accomplish all that is needed by blind people in Idaho for them to become self-supporting and productive in their communities. This is true because of population increase and greater complexity of technology.   

At some time in the not-to-distant future, the blind and the entire State will benefit if more state funds can be found.        

1.  Training Center for Blind Adults:  teaches reading and writing Braille, use of adapted computers, independent cane travel, home management, woodworking and home repairs.

2.  Job selection and placement

3.  Employer education about blindness and visual impairment

4.  Business Enterprise Program: preparing blind persons to manage food service and gift shop operations

5.  Home Teaching and Adjustment to Blindness for Seniors and those who cannot attend the Training Center

6.  Store that sells aids and appliances adapted for use by the blind.  

7.  Summer Work Experience Program for Blind teenagers
8.  NFB Newsline, contract to provide newspapers and magazines buy telephone to blind readers

9.  BELL:  Braille Enrichment for Learning and Literacy, summer day-camp program for young blind children

10.  Low Vision Clinic to assist visually impaired persons to make full use of limited vision  

11.  Prevention of blindness medical services

12.  College Days:  summer program for college-age students to help prepare for higher education  and work
13.  Coordination of getting materials transcribed into Braille by inmates at Idaho Penitentiary

14.  Purchase of adapted devices for use in college and at work

15.  Referral and Support to help blind people and their families to find available programs provided by other agencies. 
16.  Vocational Evaluation, guidance and Counseling
