In May, voters will have an opportunity to reinstate a millage for public transportation.  In December 2008, the .45 millage that supported county-wide transportation expired.  On May 5th, you will have the opportunity to support a .4 millage that is for 4 years and affects all county voters.  

If approved, this millage will be less than that authorized by voters in 2006.  This millage supports 21 regularly scheduled routes, along with demand response systems – Metro Van, Care-A-Van and Community Service vans.

Costs of Millage

.4 mill on a value of $100,000 equals $20.00/year

.4 mill on a value of $200,000 equals $40.00/year

.4 mill on a value of $400,000 equals $80.00/year

If the voter is an absolute no, thank them and terminate the call.
