     Students from pre school, elementary, and middle school have the wonderful opportunity to be mentored by older students in subjects and blindness skills that they are struggling with. Mentors can be high school, college, and other post secondary students, including students of life who are blind. Anyone over eighteen will be required to participate in a mandated background check. Most of the meetings will take place in person, but a few can take place on zoom depending on availability.
