Convention Arrangements

The room rate for the convention is $85.00 per night for single, double, triple, or quad. 
Transportation
The Hilton Newark is closest to the San Jose Airport. However, you can access the hotel from the Oakland Airport, BART, AC Transit, East Bay Paratransit or taxi. More travel information will be in the next bulletin.
