Applications will be received via email. Please send an email with the following information: Your name, address, phone number, email address, school you attend, year of school, and major if applicable.  
Also, please attach an essay of 500 words or less which answers two of the  following:
1.  describe yourself as a blind person in an academic setting.  What methods do you use to take classes?  How confident do you feel?
2.  What organizations are you involved with and in what capacity?  tell us about any leadership experience you have.
3.  How many blind or visually impaired  people do you know?  If you knew more blind people who have various experiences in several different occupations, how do you think your life would be impacted? 
4. How important is it that you receive a grant of up to $100  from the California Association of Blind Students for the purpose of attending the National Federation of the Blind of California's convention?  How might you give back to the NFB if you do receive it?
If you are selected for one of these grants, we require that you participate in the following convention activities: 

The bridge walk,

The NFB of California board of directors meeting,

The student seminar, 
All general sessions,

And the banquet,
