Exhibit Hall Map Description and Key


The purpose of the tactile map is to become familiar with the layout of the exhibit hall. The exhibit hall is off by 45 degrees and therefore North, South, East, and West will not be used. Instead, left, right, back and front will be used to describe the placement of objects in the exhibit hall from the perspective of an individual standing in one of the two entrances to the hall, facing inward. The wall containing the two entrances to the hall will be referred to as the front wall. The opposite wall in the back of the hall that does not contain any entrances will be referred to as the back wall. The wall to the left, from the perspective of an individual standing in the exhibit hall entrance facing in, will be referred to as the left wall. The wall to the right, from the perspective of an individual standing in the exhibit hall entrance facing in, will be referred to as the right wall. These terms will be used to refer to the outermost walls of the exhibit hall. The exhibit hall is an imperfect rectangle with a concave corner pointing inward on the bottom right. It is as though a square was subtracted from the rectangle. 

There are two entrances located on the front wall. The main entrance is indicated on the tactile map by a large arrow. This entrance will be referred to as entrance one. However, the second entrance is not indicated on the tactile map. It is located between the information desk and the right wall. This entrance will be referred to as entrance two. Entrance one consists of three double doors and entrance two consists of one double door. There are restrooms located in the aisle outside the exhibit hall, directly across from entrance two. If you are facing the restrooms, the women’s door is on the left and the men’s door is on the right. 


Tables on the tactile map are indicated by continued raised dots with the exception of the outermost row that outlines the entire hall and defines the exhibit hall space. Each table is labeled with a letter corresponding to the section it is located in and a number determined by its placing in its prospective section. Section A begins against the right wall of the concaved corner near the second entrance and continues on the front wall, left wall and half of the back wall. There are a total of four squares located in the exhibit hall labeled B-square, C-Square, D-Square, and E-Square. The table number ranges are Brailled inside each square. A dot in the bottom right corner shows where the first and last tables are located. The table numbers in the square are in clockwise order. The B-Square is directly in front of entrance one. Behind the B-square is the C-square. The C-Square is closest to the back wall whereas the B-Square is closest to the front wall. These two squares are located in the center of the room. The D-Square and E-Square are located on the right side of the room. The D-Square is located above the concave corner and to the right of the top portion of the B-Square. The E-Square is located directly above the D-Square, closer to the back wall and to the right of the C-Square. 

There are two water tables located in the exhibit hall. One station is located directly to the left of entrance two. The second is located against the right wall in between the E-Square (Independence Market) and the D-Square (free literature).


If you begin at entrance one, to the immediate left begins table row A11 to A41. These tables line the left wall of the exhibit hall. To the immediate right inside of entrance one and against the front wall is the information desk that is comprised of tables A7 to A10. To the right of the information desk is a water station, entrance two, and table row A1 to A6, in that order. Tables A1 to A6 line the right wall of the concaved corner. Across from the information desk and entrance one is the B-square. 

There are two large aisles. One is located near the left wall between Section A and the B- and C-Squares. Section A is on the left and the B- and C-Squares are on the right. The second large aisle is located in front of entrance two, between the B- and C-Squares and Section A, D- and E-Squares. The B- and C-Squares are on the left side of the aisle and Section A, D- and E-Squares are on the right side of the aisle. There is also an aisle located at the back of the hall between Section A and the C-Square, as well as between the B- and C-Squares.
