The National Federation of the Blind of Florida 2012 Scholarship Program consists of awards totaling $6,000, which are offered to outstanding students who are enrolled in academic education beyond the high school level.  The NFB of Florida will award one scholarship for $2,000, one in the amount of $1500, and two in the amount of $1250. To qualify, students must be legally blind, have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.70, and attend the entire State Convention. In addition, all scholarship applicants must provide official transcripts and complete all components of the scholarship form. Winners will have their ground transportation, convention registration and banquet fees, as well as room and board, covered by the NFBF state affiliate. Applications are due to Mr. Montas no later than April 15, 2012.
