National Federation of the Blind of Kentucky Awards

The National Federation of the Blind of Kentucky has established four awards which can be presented at our banquet during the State Convention.  These awards are not given lightly and are not necessarily presented each year.  Criteria considered for each award is as follows:

The Harold Reagan Award is presented to a blind person in the organization who continues to give of his or her time and talent without fail and shows remarkable leadership in the organization. 

The Susan B. Rarick Award can be given to a blind or sighted person who continues to support and promote the NFB philosophy through steadfast leadership.

The Tim Cranmer Award is presented to a blind or sighted individual who, over the years, has shown unwavering dedication and spirit to the teachings and philosophy of the National Federation of the Blind.  

The Robert Whitehead Award is given to an NFBK chapter or division that continues to show growth in the types of projects and activities that are being planned which will promote education and awareness about blindness and the NFB, both in the chapter and the community.
