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Honolulu, HI Couple to Attempt Guinness World Record for “Longest Time Dancing by a Couple”
HONOLULU, HI, Nov. 25, 2014 – Honolulu residents Brett and Jenny Griswold will be attempting to break the current Guinness World Record for the “Longest Time Danced by a Couple.” According to Guinness World Records the current longest dance marathon by a couple was performed by Francisco Petatán-Garcia and Joana Salinas-Aviles (both Mexico), who continuously danced for 35 hours in Acapulco, Guerrero, Mexico, on 15-16 November 2008.

Mr. and Dr. Griswold will attempt to break this record by dancing Argentine Tango continuously for longer than 35 hours starting at 8 am on Saturday December 6th. The current record is expected to be broken between 8 pm and midnight on Monday the 8th.  The public and media are welcome and encouraged to attend.  Refreshments will be provided for guests, witnesses, stewards, and time keepers.  
Inspired by Argentine Tango’s reliance on feeling and connection rather than sight, the Griswolds are organizing this event to raise money for the National Federation of the Blind. They are encouraging the community to support this cause by making a general donation or pledging an amount per hour danced.
