Parent comment: Should look at college assessment.  Updating of the assessment

to more current needs may also be valuable.  A few examples to consider; a student must absolutely be able to navigate any college institution's website

and email system to survive. Registration, grades, financial aid, testing, student info are all communicated this way.   Additional testing of MLA fomatting

for reference papers and  how to use a website to obtain this fomatting information is another skill needed for writing papers.  Electronic banking and

use of debit cards is another skill needed on most campuses.  Is reading at a 10th grade level accepatable or is it setting up a student for failure

A student should also be tested on ability to scan documents into adapted format (disability services may not always be available).  As far as the independent

living skills, students should also be tested on their ability to navigate a cafeteria as freshman year will have very few doing their own meal prep. These

are some examples which come to mind as critical skills for survival on today's campuses.

Parent comment:The college assessment needs to be looked at. It is a moving target dependant on who is dong the assessing.  MSU has a very clear list of skills needed to be successful for blind students at their school which we are using with our child to be sure he is ready – perhaps MCB should

take a look at that?

Blind consumer former MCB college client: rehabilitation is suppose to be individualized.  How long a student needs to complete college should

be between that person and the counselor.  I don't think there is a need for such a  policy unless it is to stipulate this individual treatment.  If the

counselor makes a decision which is disagreeable to the student, then there should be a means for a third party referee to reconsider any extraordinary

circumstances.  The fact still remains colleges have their matriculation policies and MCB only gets reimbursed from RSA for the cost of the education if

the student gets a full time job.  There isn't much incentive to provide a part time college tract.  Is there a likelihood that a student who needs part

time class loads will be able to work full time?  The problem goes beyond MCB due to the other built in systemic problems which will affect MCB.  This

is an issue which needs to be addressed since part time work is just as important as full time work and if the salary grade is higher due to attaining

a degree, than the student should be thought of as productive.
