E O C Motions and Recommendations
For the Commission Board’s December 9, 2011 Meeting
From the June 25, 2011 E O C Meeting (via teleconference)
Motion 1:
The Committee established the following meeting schedule:

1. Saturday, September 17, 9:00 AM, Grand Rapids.

2. Saturday, December 3, 9:00 AM, Detroit.

3. Saturday, February 25, 2012, 9:00 AM, Lansing. 

Action Needed:  No action required information only.

Background:  In the spirit of cooperation and in the interest of attending to budget concerns, the Committee agreed to conduct one regular meeting via teleconference and the remaining three regular meetings during the year in a face-to-face setting.  The Committee wishes to continue three face-to-face meetings each year as they believe it facilitates their ability to work together and can thereby be more productive.

Agency Comments:  The Agency supports this motion.
Motion 2:   The Committee passed a variety of motions awarding 1995 and 1996 workshop attendance points as well as awarding identified voluntary training points in response to requests properly submitted by various operators.
Action Needed:  No action required information only.

Background:  In response operator selection system as established by the board at their March 18, 2011, meeting regarding revisions to the Operator Selection System, the Locations and Repairs Subcommittee and the Promotions and Seniority Subcommittee met with agency staff on several occasions.  To establish the March 18, 2011 baseline system, voluntary training points from prior years were awarded in response to requests properly submitted by various operators.  
Agency Comments:  The Agency forwarded the adjusted baseline points to licensees in September 2011.
Motion 3:   Once the bid period has closed and a facility is awarded, the winning bidder (i.e., licensee) may not rescind their bid. If, however, the facility awarded does not open, or the licensee is not inventoried into the facility, within sixty days of the expected availability date as announced on the B E P Bid Line, the licensee may begin bidding on other facilities.   
Action Needed:  No action required information only.
Background:  B E P Promulgated Rule 393.51 in general discusses the vending facility bid award process.  Subrule (2) discuss the process of bidding on a second facility if the facility on which an operator has bid does not open when expected.  More specifically, it reads, “From acceptance of a bid until the projected operation date of a vending facility, a successful bidder may not bid on another vending facility. If the vending facility doesn't open on time, then a licensee may bid on a second vending facility.  If the licensee is awarded the second vending facility, his or her name is withdrawn from consideration for the first vending facility.  The vending facility location shall be offered to the next qualified bidder.”  
The phrase “If the vending facility doesn't open on time” is vague and the Policy Manual and Rules Subcommittee presented this motion to the Committee to clarify the process and the time frame by which an operator may rescind a bid on a facility. 
Agency Comments:  The Agency supports this motion.
From the September 17, 2011, Meeting:
Motion 4:  For cafeteria operators who have not attained their cafeteria certification, the 3 year certification window commences when the licensees signs the Vending Facility Agreement for their first cafeteria.  The three year certification window continues uninterrupted even if the operator signs an agreement for a new and/or location (i.e., vending facility type).
Action Needed:  No action required information only.
Background:  Occasionally, a BEP cafeteria becomes available but there is no cafeteria certified operator to fill the position.  In these circumstances, a licensed operator who is not cafeteria certified may bid on and be awarded a cafeteria facility under the following conditions:
1. The cafeteria has been on the bid line for 2 weeks and no cafeteria certified operator has bid on, been offered and accepted the available facility.  

2. On the 3rd week of the bid offering, any operator may bid on the available cafeteria.

3. If a non cafeteria certified operator is awarded the facility, they have 3 years to complete the ten academic competencies and the ten-week cafeteria on‑the‑job training.
In August, the Program requested the Commission Board’s determination regarding certification for cafeteria operators and when the three year certification window for uncertified licensees commences. In turn, the Board referred this question back to the Committee.   
The Program’s initial question was regarding the commencement of the three year certification window.  Does it continue uninterrupted from the time the operator signs a Vending Facility Agreement for a cafeteria?  Or does the clock for the three year cafeteria certification window re-set when the operator signed a vending facility agreement for another cafeteria?  After the discussion, it was determined that the 3 year commencement period starts with the first cafeteria and continues even when the operator changes locations. 
Agency Comments:  The Agency supports this motion.
Motion 5:   Operators must send their requests (including appropriate documentation) for voluntary training points to the Training Subcommittee chair for review and approval.  Following is a list of pre-approved voluntary training for which operators can receive points. 

1. Food Shows.

2. Business Education Classes:

A: Cafeteria Certification Training.

B: Classes pre-approved by the U.S. Department of Education.

3. Seminar Training: Business Relative seminars sponsored by U.S. state government and trade organizations.

4. Vending Machine Training:

A: New machine training.

B: One-time only location equipment training.
Action Needed:  No action required information only.
Background:  To facilitate, expedite and standardize the award of voluntary training points, the Training Subcommittee developed this list of pre-approved voluntary training for which operators can be awarded Operator Selection System points.
Agency Comments:  The Agency supports this motion.
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
