 The Environmental Interpretive Center is located in the northwest corner of the Dearborn campus of the University of Michigan. Inside the Great Blue Herron shaped building is an opportunity for unlimited nature programming.  Some specialties are the River Rouge watershed interactive exhibit. There is a quiet room for bird and other wildlife observation. Many people have had life enriching experiences after walking through the doors.

   The building serves as a gateway to the three hundred acre natural area beyond the center. The sense of wonder begins as one steps into the wooded area. There is a lake complete with turtles, muskrats, snakes, ducks and untold wildlife. The wonder continues through the meadow and into the rose garden complete with a pond for aquatic wildlife study. When fall comes and darkness falls an evening walk into the woods may result in hearing and experiencing the Eastern Screech Owl and the Great Horned Owl. Someday soon the wonder may extend to the hearing of a Barred Owl which has not been heard in this area for decades.
