· Presenters should expect 100 or more participants in their workshop or session
· All PowerPoint presentations will be posted on the DMH website following the conference

· All presenters must register for the conference and pay the registration fee prior to the start of the conference
· Proposals must be submitted by FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 26, 2010

Presentations or workshops must be original work.
