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Mobility and Visually Impaired Hunt Planned at the

Clarence Cannon National Wildlife Refuge
October 22-23, 2011
Once again Great River and Clarence Cannon National Wildlife Refuges will host a hunt in October for persons with permanent mobility and/or visual impairment(s).  The hunt will take place October 22 and 23, 2011 at the Clarence Cannon NWR located in Pike County, Missouri approximately one mile east of Annada along State Highway 79 north of the St.Louis area.  
Qualified mobility and visually impaired applicants throughout the United States are encouraged to apply for the hunt.  Ten successful applicants will be selected by a random drawing and will be allowed to harvest two deer under an “Earn-a-Buck” system which requires the hunter to harvest an antlerless deer prior to harvesting an antlered deer.  

Clarence Cannon NWR totals 3,751 acres of floodplain wetlands and forest managed for migratory birds.  Resident deer, turkey, bobwhite quail, otters and other wildlife are abundant on the refuge.
