In addition, we enthusiastically welcome Ron Brown, 2nd Vice President of the National Federation of the Blind and president of our Illinois Affiliate.  Ron is a business owner and an orientation and mobility instructor and will bring to our convention a unique perspective on life as a blind person today.  On Sunday we will hold our annual business meeting and it is there that we will chart our course for the coming year.
