Get creative—use your imagination—think outside the box

Accept responsibility for selling the coins—there isn’t “someone else” selling it—Find a way to get the coin sold!!

Strategy:  Eat the elephant one bite at a time.

Emphasize individual member responsibility.

Individuals should go door-to-door in neighborhood (if don’t sell coin, will probably get donations).
