     I am writing as a member of the National Federation of the Blind of Ohio, to ask Congressman/Congresswoman XXX to please join as a cosponsor of HR 734, the Pedestrian Safety Enhancement Act.  This legislation requires the Secretary of Transportation to conduct a two year study to determine the best way to solve the problems blind and other pedestrians face with hybrid and electric vehicles.  At the end of the study the Secretary would then promulgate regulations based on the results of the study.  In a recent Washington Post article, The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration acknowledges that this is a safety issue by stating at low speeds in which the vehicles are operating on alternative sources of energy, hybrids are 50% more likely to be involved in accidents with Pedestrians than their internal combustion engine counterparts.  As our country moves away from dependence on foreign oil, makes incentives for individuals who purchase hybrid and electric vehicles, and increases the emissions requirements for vehicles on America's road ways, all of which will increase the number of hybrid and electric vehicles, we need to ensure that the safety of pedestrians is protected.  Currently this bill has 164 cosponsors listed, including a majority of the members from the House Transportation committee, including the Chair and Ranking Member,and the Representatives from the Ohio congressional Delegation listed below.
