Question 1. Getting into Buildings 

LRS works to make sure that buildings are accessible. This means people with disabilities are able to get into buildings like schools, doctors’ offices, polling locations, courthouses, shopping malls, and theaters, as well as parks, playgrounds and sports arenas. How important is “getting into buildings?”

Question 2. Housing

LRS works to protect people with disabilities from being discriminated against because of their disability. This includes protecting fair housing rights. For example, LRS will represent people with disabilities when landlords try to evict them from their apartment or home because they have a disability, or when the landlord makes rules for living in the home that are not legal. How important is “housing?”

Question 3. Employment

LRS represents people who are discriminated against based on disability when getting a job or keeping a job. LRS assists people with disabilities when their employer will not provide reasonable accommodations to help them do their jobs. LRS also represents people with disabilities when they do not receive appropriate services from the Bureau of Vocational Rehabilitation (BVR) or when BVR or Bureau of Services for the Visually Impaired (BSVI) refuse to provide services. How important is “employment?”

Question 4. Jails and Prisons

LRS works to make sure that people with disabilities in jails and prisons are getting accommodations or appropriate mental health services. LRS also works with the juvenile justice system and schools to make sure that students with disabilities get the supports they need to keep them in school and out of juvenile facilities. How important is “jails and prisons?”

Question 5. Transportation

LRS works to make public transportation accessible to people with disabilities and to make sure that other transportation companies do not discriminate against people with disabilities. LRS also works with people with disabilities who have asked BVR to modify a car or van, but have been denied these services. How important is “transportation?”

Question 6. Community Access and Community Integration

LRS works with people with disabilities who have been denied interpreter services, use of their service animal, assistive technology or other supports that will help them to live in the community. LRS also works to help people with disabilities, who live in nursing homes and other segregated facilities, move to the community with supports and services — if they can and want to.

Question 7. Rights Protections in Facilities
LRS represents people with disabilities living in facilities who are being abused, neglected or having their rights violated. For example, LRS works to eliminate the use of seclusion and restraint, lack of services, lack of meaningful choices, and lack of equipment, such as wheelchairs, lifts, hearing aids, and grab bars. How important is “rights protection in facilities?”

Question 8. Health Care
LRS works to protect the rights of people with disabilities who receive Medicaid services and are unfairly denied services, programs, or equipment. How important is “health care?”

Question 9. Education
LRS works to protect the rights of students who are receiving, or should be receiving, special education. For example, LRS represents students with disabilities who are expelled or suspended numerous days because they have a disability related behavior and are not receiving appropriate behavior supports; LRS investigates the use of restraint and seclusion in schools; and LRS represents students with disabilities who face discrimination when they want to attend a college or a trade school. How important is “education?”

LRS supports people with disabilities who are not being given the opportunity to make personal decisions that affect their fundamental rights, and who may be abused or neglected because of a guardianship problem. How important is this “personal decision making?”
