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Important Details for your Trip to Buffalo:

All of us here at Statler are very excited to be working with you. There are a few very important items to discuss before you leave town to come to Buffalo.

1. As soon as possible:  Please let me know when you plan to arrive in Buffalo and by what mode of transportation. Flight numbers, train schedules, the works. Is anyone traveling with you?

2. When you arrive in Buffalo, call the Holiday Inn at 716 886 2121 and ask them to pick you up. If coming by train, be sure to specify the station: either Exchange Street or Depew.  Mention that you are a Statler student. They have complimentary transportation for their guests.

3. If you need to reach Statler at any time over the weekend please call the Hotel and they will call one of us.
4. Grocery shopping for the first week will be accompanied by a Statler Job Coach. Please bring enough money for the first two weeks of your stay. If your state rehab counselor is taking care of your food stipend you will receive your first check in a few days. Unless you and your counselor have made different arrangements for the first two weeks of your stay.
5. If you are receiving a food stipend from your Blind Services counselor to be paid through Statler, please bring a cancelled check so that we can set up a direct deposit into your account. The cancelled check will need to be received by a Job Coach ASAP. This money will go into your account every 2 weeks on Fridays. 

6. The hotel has an ATM machine in the lobby so you can access cash. There is small ATM fee, as usual.
7. The Hotel will require a Credit Card be placed on your room to cover potential expenses. If you choose to put a Debit Card on your room at the front desk upon arrival, please be aware that money will be set aside by your bank to cover possible expenses. In the past, this has created problems for hotel guests because the money set aside has caused future payments to bounce, and accumulate fees and overdraft charges. Make sure the hotel staff explains this to you.

8. Please bring government photo identification with you to be prepared for potential banking and medical issues.

9. Please bring updated primary and secondary medical and insurance (Medicaid and Medicare cards) information in case you need medical attention while in Buffalo.

10. Remember prescriptions and also perhaps have your Dr. contact the Walgreens next door to the hotel to authorize prescription refills as needed. Walgreens number is 716-883-0232

11. Please remember to bring a note taking device, bold lined paper, 20/20 pens and large print or talking calculator with head phones for the classroom.

12. Temperatures in Buffalo vary and being located on Lake Erie, we almost always have wind. Please bring a appropriate outer wear for the climate, and a sweater for the classroom. 

13. Also, please bring at least one Business Professional outfits for Job Seeking Fridays, Externships and the Graduation ceremony.

14. If you don’t carry a cell phone, you might want to bring some telephone calling cards.

15. Please schedule your bus, plane, or train travel back home for no earlier than 8pm the day of graduation or anytime of the day after graduation.
