Programmatic Updates:

· Governor Mike DeWine’s proposed budget for OOD includes a number of investments in individuals with disabilities.  Initiatives include: a partnership with Mental Health and Addiction Services to embed counselors in certified drug courts; a partnership with the Ohio Department of Higher Education to embed counselors in Ohio’s two and four year colleges, universities and technical centers; an expansion of the Ohio Transition Support Partnership (in partnership with the Ohio Department of Education); embedded counselors at both the Ohio State School for the Blind and the Ohio School for the Deaf; and development of a paid internship program at state agencies for individuals served by OOD. 

· OOD is in the final stages of drafting Administrative Rules to update the VR Fee Schedule.  

· OOD updates all VR policies and procedures on a two-year review cycle.  The review process includes a public feedback component for VR policies.  OOD Council members are encouraged to provide feedback as a part of this process.  

· OOD changed the process for conducting satisfaction surveys in January 2019, increasing significantly the number of individuals receiving the survey.  In the first quarter for the new process we received 122 survey results, which represents a significant increase in responses over the previous model.  In FFY 2018, OOD received 64 surveys for the entire year.  A summary report will be provided at your next meeting.
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
