IMPORTANT:  Please read all of the following so you can have a stress-free day on 9/7.

*Thank you for the gift of your time and energy to make this historic event possible!
*Volunteers must check in a the Volunteer Check-In Booth on campus at least 15 minutes in advance of their designated shifts.   The event is at the intersection of Meridian and Plum at CSU (see map).
*If you have not done so already, you can get a waiver online at codisabilitypridefest.org and bring it with you the day of.  Waivers will be available at the festival, but we prefer to have them in advance if at all possible.  All volunteers must sign these waivers in order to participate, per CSU.
*Volunteers can park at the Lory Student Center (LSC) on Saturday 9/7.  All parking is FREE on weekends, so please don’t put money in the meters.

*From LSC, the event site, the Trees, is just a short walk uphill to your West on Plum Street.
*All volunteers will be given either a tshirt or a volunteer badge which must be worn at all times during the event.  This will allow you many greater freedoms not afforded other concert attendees provided you are on site prior to the gates opening at noon.  After this time, you will have to go through security like everyone else.  This means not having anything bigger than a clutch purse in your possession, and the rest of your items that don’t fit in your pockets in small clear baggies.
