Job Summary:  A rehabilitation professional with specialized training in Orientation and Mobility skills (O&M) and Independent Living Skills (ILS) who works primarily with adults.  “Orientation” is the process of applying the available senses to establish one’s position and relationship within the environment.  “Mobility” is the act of moving in the environment with the use of public transportation and/or an established tool to aid in travel (tools include white canes, dog guides, and electronic travel aids).  “Independent Living Skills” are the everyday tasks that enable a person to function, continue functioning or move toward substantial independence. 
 Job Duties:
1. Assist in the development, implementation and execution of a planned program of rehabilitation therapy

2. Provide training in Independent Living Skills concerning kitchen skills, home evaluations, personal finance, public transportation and organization skills for people with disabilities.

3. Provide training in Orientation and Mobility for blind or visually impaired individuals concerning job readiness  

4. Identifying appropriate instructional strategies/methods; and developing training aids, manuals, and other materials

5. Compiles and revises training content and methodologies as needed

6. Compiles reports on training programs and maintains training records

7. Provides technical assistance on program services

8. Attends mandatory supervisor meetings and required client meetings.

9. Performs related work as assigned
